“The software is installed in
some libraries in Orissa like
those at Ravenshaw Unitary
University, SCB Medical Col-
lege and Hospital and Hare
Krushna Mahatab State Li-
brary in Bhubaneswar,” Bud-
hhadev Panda, state deputy di-
rector (library), said.
